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Abstract

Rural development is the best option to address the poor reality of
rural areas of the study due to the multiplicity of problems and complexity
due to the exceptional circumstances experienced by the country and at
all levels (economic, environmental, social), which directly and indirectly
affected the study area.

This study was designed to highlight the reality of the study area and
its potential for development, which can be invested in a planned manner
to positively reflect on the living reality of the population. The study
examined the natural and human development potentials as well as the
study of the service reality and its conformity with the planning criteria.
The economic activities focused on agricultural activity to try to monitor
these trends as much as possible. The study also examined the reality of
rural settlement and knowledge of the pattern of settlement spread in the
study area and the factors influencing it. Rural development strategies in
the target year 2027 .

It can be said that this study represents a simple attempt to grasp the
aspects of comprehensive development to come out with a planning
vision for rural development in Afak district based on the reality of the
pension, as well as tracking some phenomena for previous years to serve
the study purposes taking into consideration all possible future
variables.

The study relied on the analytical approach in determining the controls
that explain the geographical potentials available in rural development,
and based on the detailed database that could be collected and obtained
for each administrative unit in the study area. In addition, the regional
approach was adopted to determine the spatial trends in which the
greatest number of development potentials (indicators) have been
identified to achieve spatial trends in development.

A number of quantitative methods were used in the analysis of the
data by means of the statistical package (spss) for some of them and
others manually. Among these methods (standard score, nearest
neighbor hypothesis, analysis, index equation, (SWOT) The study was
based on providing the required data for the study to a number of



sources, including office resources, government institutions, satellite
images, questionnaire of all four types, direct observation.

The study found that the study area suffers in most of the water
scarcity because of the decline in water revenues that reach the study
area from the northern side of the Shatt al-Daghara, especially in the last
five years due to the lack of water revenues coming from Shatt al-Hillah,
The divisional regulations were expanded at the Sadr al-Daghara site,
which led to the seizure of 30% of the allocated amount to the study area
and diverting it to the Shatt al-Diwaniyah. And the high temperature
extremes in summer due to climatic changes to a level beyond the upper
limits borne by agricultural production in both, which negatively affects
the agricultural production, which is the nerve of the economy in the
countryside. The study also showed a low percentage of educational
levels, especially preparatory school, colleges and institutes, while at the
same time the increase in illiteracy rate (19.7%), with variation of this
ratio on the one hand and the administrative units of the study
area.

The study showed that the percentage of workers in agricultural
activities was 26%, while the percentage of work in public and private
social services was 26.5%. This is despite the fact that the general nature
of the study area is agricultural, Many residents of the study area on
agricultural work due to the multiple constraints facing the work in this
sector.

The study showed the low per capita share of infrastructure
services and community services compared to local and international
planning standards. The study also found that there is great potential for
rural development, natural and human, did not invest in a planned and
thoughtful manner to raise the economic level of the study area,
especially agricultural activity and most importantly, as well as other
commercial, industrial and tourism activities, due to several factors
economic, administrative, political and social, The decline of the rural
situation in general and in the study area in particular.
