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ABSTRAGT

The richness of the Sufi experience has imposed a great
knowledge and aesthetic dominance on an important elite of
Arab novelists such as Naguib Mahfouz, Jamal Al-Ghitani,
Tahir Wattar, Ibrahim Al-Kouni, and others. This experience is
a reflection of these novelists and an important source of their
creativity.

Making them closely related to their works of fiction.
Through interaction and communication, they tried to break the
traditional norms of the dominant narrative and to embark on
new artistic climates that form the core of their creative identity.

As a result, these works of fiction, which were given
from the Sufi experience, received a large share of the attention
of critics who are looking for the sources of experimentation in
the Arab narrative scene.

Since the scientific research is not only valid method, has
taken structural formalism scientific approach in the study of
this phenomenon and commitment to the limits of this approach
| have established the research on the introduction and three
chapters and conclusion.

The introduction presented the purpose of the choice of
the subject, while I lit the first chapter (Sufi influences in the
construction of character), and distributed it on three topics,
dealt in the first topic: the character Sufi pure, and the second
topic: Sufi character plaintiff, | touched on Sufi influences in
building the character of the hero.

And moved in the second chapter to (mystical influences
in the construction of the place) and made it organized in four
topics confined the first topic: open place, and divided into
places of pet and hostile, and devoted the second subject: closed
place, and also divided into places of pet and hostile, while the
third topic: Mythical, and the fourth topic: the place is
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miraculous.

| tried to reveal in the third chapter about the mystical
influences in the construction of time and stood in it on four
