-The term "alteration" has relation —ship with the theory of alteration
and generation which Chomsky adopts .This theory which depends on
the distinguishing between deep and surface cture , thus , alteration
according to this theory means , changing one linguistic structure in to
another acceding to one alteration rule and thus he describes the
relation between deep and surface structure and the origin .
