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Abstract

Balanced regional development is the best option to address the overall
disparity between the centers of districts in terms of the distribution of
projects, investments and services in a fair manner, depending on the
population and their degree of deprivation, after studying the urban growth
of these centers and its impact on the variation of regional development
levels. The study aims at reducing the balanced development between these

centers.

In order to achieve the objective of the study, it was divided into an
introduction and four chapters. The first chapter included the theoretical and
conceptual framework of the study, where the first part of it contains the
theoretical framework of the study explaining its purpose, methodology,

problem and hypothesis and limits of the study area and previous studies.

The second chapter includes the morphological growth stages of the
districts from its inception until 2016 (four phases). Through these stages,
we have learned about the development of the centers of the districts and the
variation in its development and the uses of the land therein, and to explain
this on maps of land uses. The second topic is that there are a number of
factors affecting the variation of urban growth between horizontal centers,
the most important of which is population growth and economic,

administrative and political factors.

The third chapter dealt with the effects of regional development in the
district centers) in three fields. The first topic is the economic effects
(industry), where there was a difference in the distribution and density of

the population and their installation among the centers of the districts. There

were also differences in the industrial influences. And then match them with
the general planning effects and show the need for them and their
differences in the district centers. The third topic dealt with the effects of
services, taking the spatial distribution of water and power services and the
comparison of the population with the population to show their

compatibility with the general effects.

The first topic of the fourth chapter identifies the analysis of regional
development effects using the SWAT method and the most important
weaknesses and strengths in the district centers as well as analyzing the
relationship between urban growth and regional development in the study
area. The second topic dealt with the future strategies for balanced
development in the district centers where the population estimate for 2046
as well as the assessment of the need of social and service services in
addition to the land uses therein, as well as the development of balanced
regional development policies in Qadisiyah governorate to address spatial

disparities between their administrative units

The study ended with a number of conclusions, the most important of
which is the difference in historical depth. This led to a variation in growth,
ie, the differences in area and population of the district centers and the
dominance of Diwaniyah district center. Based on the conclusions of the
study, a number of proposals were developed, the most important of which
are the expulsion factors in the Diwaniyah district, which are offset by a
number of population attractions in the districts of Afak, Shamia and
Hamza. This is aimed at gradually redistributing the population and then
rebalancing the centers in order to achieve balanced development. ..
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
